TWO AETOLIAN RAIDS TO THE PELOPONNESE
ON THE EVE OF THE SOCIAL WAR OF 220-217 BC

N.Yu. Sivkina

The paper describes political events on the Peloponnese on the eve of the war between Achaean and
Aetolian Leagues which took place in 220-217 BC and, in particular, two raids to the Peloponnese un-
dertaken by the Aetolians in 220 BC. One of them ended with the battle of Caphiae where the Achaeans
were defeated, and the other lead to the destruction of Cinaetha. The author considers that in the course
‘of these two raids military power of the Achaeans was seriously undermined by the Aetolians and that
this fact eventually counted very much in the course of the Social War. On the other hand, the meeting
of synedroi in Corinthus took a decision to declare war on the Aetolian League, and this war was waged
not only by the Achaean League, but by the whole of the Hellenic League.

POLYBIUS BETWEEN THE GREEKS AND THE ROMANS:
AN APPRAISAL OF THE HISTORIAN’S POLITICAL ATTITUDE

A. P. Belikov

The article aims to refute the opinions put forward by Russian and foreign scholars, accusing Poly-
bius of collaboration with the Romans, who captured his homeland and even of being a secret agent of
the Roman senate in the Balkan Peninsula. Analyzing the facts, the author proves that the Achaean his-
torian defended Greek, not Roman, interests. The honours done to him by the Greeks for the «peace mis-
sion» after the Achaean War, as well as his sculptures, erected in several cities (including some cities be-
yond Achaia), make us conclude that his compatriots did not consider him a traitor. The article treats of
other important problems as well: relations between the Greeks and the Romans, the views of the two
peoples of each other, Polybius’ motives and the role he played in preparing the flight of Seleucian
prince Demetrius from Rome; Greek federalism and its prospects in the course of consolidation of
Greece into one state. In the author’s opinion, Polybius was the first representative of Greek culture to
prepare the future Greco-Roman symbiosis based upon mutual forgiveness and non-retaliation. The
Achaean historian worked for the future, for the reconciliation of the two peoples and their co-existence
in one state. His merits as to this were great, and his attitude deserves respect.
