ROMAN GARRISONS IN APSAROS
Sh.Kh. Mamuladze, M.S. Khalvashi, L.G. Aslanishvili

In 134 AD, the governor of the province of Cappadocia, Flavius Arrian (131-137), visited the special
‘'Roman military camps Apsaros, Phasis, and Sebastopolis, located on the Black Sea litorral. Travelling on
a commission from the emperor Hadrian, Arrian subsequently reported on his journey in his special
memorandum entitled «Periplus...», mentioning, among other things, five cohorts in Apsaros. The nature

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and purpose of the cohorts are disputed by scholars. Some consider them to have been legionary in nature

- (legion were made up of cohorts, which consisted 600 men in the second century AD. This would indicate
there were about 3000 soldiers in Apsaros). Other scholars believe the garrisons in Apsaros were manned
with auxiliary cohorts. The main purpose of this abstract is to examine the issue on the basis of historical
sources and recent archaeological data, bearing upon this issue.

An inscription found in Abela, near Nola, Italy, is of primary importance. It suggests that at the end
of the first century AD «numeri» (i.e., auxiliary detachments) were already stationed at Apsaros. Further,
a fragment of papyrus in Faium, Egypt dating from the second century AD refers to «Cohors II
Claudiana» being stationed in Apsaros. According to M. Speidel, Cohors 1l Claudiana was the auxiliary
cohort of the Roman army stationed at Cappadocia in the middle of the second century AD. Material
evidence backs up this textual material: between 1996 and 1998; two bricks bearing significant
inscriptions were found in the Principia of the castle of Apsaros. The first brick reads-COH 1[I, and
the second-[C]OH Il. A fragment of another brick, with the stamp and inscription «SAGI(ttariorum)»,
and a bronze candelabrum with the inscription, C COH AVR CR have also been found. The latter
inscription is deciphered as an abbreviated proper name, COH(ors) AVR(elia) C(ivium) R(omanorum).
Cohorts of these names are believed to have been auxiliary military units. This forces us to conclude that
the: five cohorts stationed at Apsaros and mentioned in Arrians's «Periplus», are auxiliary and not
legionary cohorts.

It should be noted, further, that the drain pipes dating to the second century AD depict the Roman
numeral X. This suggests the drain system in Apsaros may have been built by the group of engineers
of the X Fretensis legion, as in Palestine.
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
