ROMAN MILITARY EQUIPMENT
IN THE SANCTUARY AT THE GURZUF SEDLO PASS

During the excavation in 1981-1993 of the sanctuary at the Gurzuf Sedlo pass in the Crimean
mountains hundreds of objects and thousands of fragments of Roman things belonging to different times
were discovered (coins, metal figurines, jewelry, glass, metal and red-glazed utensils, window pane,
tools, writing accessories, details of military uniforms, armaments). They are dated to the I ¢. B.C. -
early II c. A.D., but the majority of the finds are of the second half of the I ¢. B.C. — first half of the I c.
A.D. All the periods of Roman penetration into the Crimea are differently represented by the finds from
Guzuf Sedlo, that is why the collection of Roman objects from the sanctuary may serve as an important
source for studying Roman influence and the immediate presence of Romans in the Northern Pontic
region.

Articles of Roman military equipment usually found in places of the stay of the Roman troops do not
make up a separate complex and lay indifferent layers, peli-mell with heterogeneous votives donated to
the sanctuary during the ancient epoch. The published group is unique in its composition: besides
arrowheads of catapult, spearheads, fragments of 3—4 Roman swords of the Mainz type and their
scabbards, there are details of two helmets (cheek plates, forehead guards, a handle for fastening the .
helmet of the coolus type to the belt during a march), big parts of an iron helmet casque and a cheek
plate from it, many fragments from a Monteforino bronze helmet. Two bronze umbones of the shields
scutum existing since the Republican times are the first such finds in archaeological practice. The Roman
coat of mail (lorica hamata) cut in the sanctuary (848 fragments) is also unique. Of horsemen equipment
spurs are particularly noteworthy.

A group of early Roman hinged arc fibulae of the second half of the I c. B.C. — first half of the I c.
A.D. (17 items) includes different variants of Alesia type, early Aucissa type, extremely seldom found in
the Crimea. Of special interest are individual fibulae: a dolphin-shaped one, the so-called omega; a
brooch with a glass cameo. There are also such details of a Roman military uniform as a buckle with
sleeping Pan, bronze and silver buckles of the norico~pannonian belts of the 1040ies A.D. plaques with

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umbones in the center and silver rivets ornamenting sword belts. Stratigraphic data point to the fact that
the bronze crescent shaped plaque (apparently a detail of signum) was sacrificed to the sanctuary in the
last third of the I c. B.C. This and other signs confirm the supposition about Roman military actions in
Taurica in connection with the internable strife in the Bosporus in the first decades of the reign of
A.D. Augustus. One more group of objects could be attributed to the events of the Roman—Bosporan war
of A.D. 45-49, when Romans had to make certain efforts to neutralize the separatist tendencies of
Mithridates VIII. A group of Roman things of the second half of the I — early II c. A.D. pertaining to the
time of the Roman military presence in the North Pontic region is likewise worthy of note.

The articles of Roman military equipment from the sanctuary among which four chronological groups
could be singled out reflect the unstable situation in the Crimea connected with the complicated
relationships of Rome, Bosporus and Chersonesus with the participation therein of the local tribes. The
objects might have been donated to the sanctuary by the militarized elite of the local population of the
mountain Crimea which was in the sphere of the influence of the Bosporan kingdom and supported
Bosporus in the period of the establishment of Roman influence in the Northern Pontic region in the
second half of the I ¢. B.C. — first half of the I c. A.D. when the sanctuary was at the peak of its glory.
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
